Lectures: You are expected to attend all lectures. While the majority of lecture material will be based on
information contained in your text, |1 will also regularly present information not found in your text. Exam
questions will be drawn from both the lectures and the textbook.

Textbook: Read the textbook! For each chapter there is a LearnSmart assignment (see below) to be
completed AFTER you read the chapter or chapter section. You will not do well if you just try to guess your
way through the LearnSmart assignment without first having read the text. You are responsible for all
information covered in the text, even if I did not go over it in lecture. Remember: exam questions will be
drawn from both the lectures and the textbook.

LearnSmart assignments: For each chapter of the textbook you are required to complete a LearnSmart
assignment. LearnSmart assignments are made up of flashcard-like questions that adapt to your level of
understanding. Each LearnSmart assignment is worth 1% of your grade. There are 17 LearnSmart
assignments, therefore, you may miss 2 assignments without penalty. To receive credit for an assignment, you
must reach 100% mastery of the material by the due date (see below or our Connect course site for due
dates). No partial credit will be awarded - you must reach 100% mastery by the due date to receive credit.
Anything less than 100% mastery will result in a O for that assignment. Each assignment contains about 60-
120 items to master. If you get an item wrong, LearnSmart will present it to you again later (as many times as
it takes for you get it right). The estimated time to complete the LearnSmart assignments ranges from about 40
to 90 minutes. You should plan to break this time up into several sessions for best results.

STUDY TIP: You can always go back to a previous chapter’s LearnSmart module to review the
material (i.e., receive more questions), even after the due date has passed. There are also additional quizzes
and other study material you can access.

In-Class Questions (ICQs): Periodically (approx. 12 times during the semester) I will ask you to answer a
short question pertaining to the day’s lecture. The type of question will vary. For example they may check for
your understanding of a specific concept; ask you to apply a concept to your daily life; make connections
between concepts; or even give me feedback on your experience of the day’s lecture. Your answers will be
short; 1 or 2 sentences will suffice. You must be present when the 1ICQ is given and hand in your answer
immediately to receive credit. Asking a classmate to answer and/submit an 1CQ for you, or
answering/submitting one for a classmate is a violation of the Rutgers University Student Code of Conduct
and will be treated accordingly (see link below).

ICQ Point Calculation: In-Class Questions will account for 10% of your grade. Since each question is worth
1% of your grade and there will be more than 10 1CQs, missing one or two questions due to absence from
class will not negatively affect your grade. | do not accept late ICQs or offer makeup 1CQs, for any
reason.

Exams: There will be 3 exams during the semester and a final (held during finals week). The 3 semester
exams will consist of approximately 50 multiple-choice questions and (possibly) a few short-answer
questions. The final will consist of two parts. The first will be similar to the semester exams and will cover the
material from the last portion of the course (i.e., since the 3" exam). The second part of the final will consist
of approximately 30 questions drawn from material from the entire semester.

No make-ups. Your lowest score from the first 3 exams will be dropped before calculating your exam
average. If you miss a semester exam, that missed exam will automatically count as the exam to be dropped.
There are no make-up exams. | make very few exceptions to this policy — only students with documented,
excusable absences will be considered for a makeup. You must contact me or our TA BEFORE the exam (or
as soon as you are able) in order to be eligible for consideration for a makeup. Make-ups must be completed
within one week of your return to classes.



The Final Exam is mandatory. You must take the final exam, and your final exam score will not be
dropped. Our Final is scheduled for Thurs, 5/4 at 8:00am. If you have a documented conflict with our
scheduled final, please see me or our TA as soon as possible so we can make arrangements.
